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“The Petitioner preferred this petition against the order dated 07.11.2017 of the High
Court Division in Writ Petition No. 15812 of 2017.

We have heard the learned Attorney General appearing for the petition and the learned
Advocate for respondent No.1 and perused the impugned order of the High Court Division and
other materials on record. Upon hearing the parties, we are of the view that the ends of justice
would be best served, if the Rule itself is disposed of on merit be High Court Division.

Let the Rule be heard and disposed of by High Court Division expeditions.
The leave petition is accordingly disposed of with the above observations.”
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
